You are an essential part of a mission to pray for, care for, and share Christ 
with every man, woman and young person in America!

•	 Begin by listing 3 or 4 people 
you know who don’t know 
Christ.  Then, start praying 
for them.  Consider finding 
a Christian friend - or even 
two to pray with you.

•	 Next you may want to make a simple 
chart of your friends names.

•	 You can “walk and pray” (known as 
prayerwalking) your neighborhood or 
campus – either physically or at home 
using your chart.

•	 Pray regularly as you learn more 
about the people on your chart.  Add 
information as needed to your chart.

•	 Be friendly!  Greet the 
people on your list and others 
God may send across your 
path, whenever you see 
them with a “Hi” or a wave.  
Cultivate friendliness!  Many 
people are very lonely.  Be 
friendly while conducting 

•	 Be quick to reach out with “random 
acts of kindness.”  Offer to pick up 
mail or water the lawn during their 
vacation.  Ask the seniors and moms 
of young children if you can pick up 
something for them at the grocery 
store.

•	 Be ready to listen – people need to 
know that you care about what is 
important to them!  Watch for needs 
they have or needs they share.  Let 
them know you will be praying for 
them.  And then do it!

•	 Seek natural opportunities 
to share your faith in Christ.  
Share a portion of God’s Word 
when appropriate.  Pray and 
decide what is right – and 
when to share more!

•	 Be prepared to share the gospel. Give 
them a simple devotional guide like 
“Our Daily Bread” or send them a link 
to a devotional found at www.rbc.org 
or another good online source. Pick 
one that is meaningful to you, or one 
that addresses a need they have told 
you about.

•	 Know that God may give you an 
opportunity to share your personal 
testimony as well.

•	 Tell the people you are praying for 
about an upcoming event.  Invite them 
to attend with you!
